Driver Eligibility

Limited-Mode Service Providers or User Group employees or volunteers must have a valid, unrestricted (prescription lenses acceptable), non-probationary Washington State driver’s license and five years of licensed driving experience.

Limited-Mode Service Providers or User Group employees or volunteers with the following on their driving record will NOT be eligible to be Limited-Mode Service Providers or User Group drivers:

Within the last seven years:

· Any suspension/revocation of the license for any reason
Within the last three years:

· More than one minor moving violation (with no other accidents or violations)
· More than one minor single car accident (with no other moving violations)
· Any conviction for a seatbelt violation or child restraint violation
Definitions:

Driving record – A complete abstract of the driving record obtained by the Limited-Mode Service Providers or User Group employee or volunteer from the Department of Licensing ($10 fee) is used to review driving records.  Driving records must be reviewed annually.
Suspension/revocation – Action by any legal body to suspend or revoke the driver’s license for any reason.  
Major moving violations – Convictions for speeding greater than 10 mph over the speed limit, failure to yield, failure to stop, speeding in school zone, following to close, driving to fast for conditions, disobeying road signs, and illegal overtaking/passing.  Major moving violations are also any convictions for driving under the influence of drugs or alcohol, open container, careless or reckless driving, reckless endangerment, felony or negligent driving, leaving the scene of an accident, and/or hit and run convictions.
Minor moving violations – Convictions for speeding less than 10 mph over the speed limit.  Convictions for failure to stop or yield may also be minor, but must be determined on a case-by-case basis by the Transit Agency program coordinator if the driver provides verifiable documentation.  
Minor single car accident * Any car accident where the only vehicle involved was the driver's vehicle.  Damage must not exceed $5,000.  (Covers striking objects like posts, poles, trees.) Other accidents

In which no citation to the driver was issued may be determined on a case-by-case basis by the Transit Agency program coordinator if the driver provides verifiable documentation.
