SR 305 corridor. The higher estimate for Park &
Ride demand is based on the assumption that 70
percent of future riders will drive to the Park &
Ride, likely if automobile dependent land uses

and/or long distance commutes remain the norm.

The lower estimate is based on an assumption
that 40 percent will drive, possible if new
developments support other modes of travel to

riders or 1,300 roundtrip passengers will originate
from the northern part of the city or beyond from
other parts of the region. In addition, 150 existing
roundtrip passengers are potential Park & Ride
users in this area. The proposed Day Road Park
& Ride would need to support 580 stalls if 40
percent of these passengers drive to meet up with
the high capacity transit service. The demand for
Park & Ride stalls at Day Road would drop to
290 if future development supports the need for
only 20 percent to drive to access the service.
